Seniors wishing 
to apply from these schools must submit an application consisting of written essays and a 
transcript. Submissions will be evaluated individually and the top applicants from the 
region will be interviewed. We guarantee at least one interview from Manual Arts High 
School. 
 
The student selected from these applicants will receive a $5,000 scholarship to apply to 
their college education. In addition, one other deserving applicant will receive a $3,000 
scholarship.
